VINNYTSYA CITY-THE LIFE ,THE STANDARDS AND THE POSSIBILITIES

Vinnytsya is the administrative,
economic, regional centre of
Ukraine. The city is located on the
banks of the river Pivdennyy Bug,
260 kms to the south of the capital
of Ukraine Kiev (3 hours by train),
14 hours by train from Moscow and
6 hours — from Odessa and from
Lviv).

The city is connected by railway
and by air to the western Europe
and other countries of the world.
The average winter temperature is
-5 —10°C below zero, in summer it
is usually +22 — +27°C above zero.
Vinnytsya is known as a students’
city of Ukraine, it is proud of such
outstanding educational institutions
as Vinnytsya National Medical
University, Vinnytsya  National
Technical University, Vinnytsya State
Pedagogical University, Vinnytsya
Trade and Economics Institute of
Kyiv.

The University has 5 hostels,
4 canteens, 7 buffets.

INTERNATIONAL STUDENT’S FACULTY

Students who want to study in the Ukrainian or Russian languages can enroll to a 10 months
program at the Preparatory Department that teaches Ukrainian or Russian.



STUDENT 'S LIFE

Students are offered accommodation in university dorms.
The rooms are for 2 and 3 students. All rooms are furnished
with necessities for living. The accommodation fee includes
the use of library, gym, laundry and Internet facilities.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

1. A minimum of 75% score in English at class 10 and 10 +2 level

2. A minimum of 75% score in Physics , Chemistry and Biology

UNIVERSITY EXPENDITURE

Various faculties have a different fee structure for teaching in different medium of languag-
es.

Faculty of general medicine in English 4400 USS$ per annum.

Faculty of Dentistry in English 4600 US$ per annum.
Pharmaceutical Faculty in English 3600 US$ per annum.
Preparatory Faculty 1600 US$ per annum.

The cost of mandatory student health examination after commencement of each academic
year shall be borne by the student either separately or along with the cost of medical insur-
ance.

Airport in Kiev, UKRAINE.

If there are no flights available from vinnitsa to your home country,
you can get to vinnytsa via «Boryspil International Airport» (KBP)

or «Kyiv International Airport (Zhuliany)» (IEV) in Kyiv. From both
cities students can reach to Vinnytsya by railway or bus.

The railway system (Ukrainian Railways) is the best way to reach
university hostel.
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
